
CVU Advisor Guide 

How to Access Who Am I Letter from Freshmen 

 

The purpose of this letter written in 8
th
 grade (rising freshmen) is for the student to introduce 

him/herself to the Advisor.  Students are prompted to write about what they are interested in, 

what they hope to get out of high school, what their concerns are.
